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Inclusive education in Kazakhstan and abroad
Abstract. The article deals with an issue of a new formation in Kazakhstani education system towards inclusive education that reveals problems highlighted in the paper. The article shows that there are issues that need a more detailed analysis of the situation such as training specialists to teach and work with disabled children. Another problem concerning inclusive education is collaboration of teaching staff and parents who also face obstacles of getting education by their kids.
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Nowadays we see a great rise of amount of children with disabilities specific needs. Their parents face problems of getting education by their children. The Law of Republic of Kazakhstan “On Education” guarantees equal rights to all the citizens regardless of their intellectual development, psycho- and physiological and personal peculiarities [1]. The system of education in Kazakhstan does not give them opportunities to the full extent, as there are no exact regulations whether to refer them as invalids or to other groups. That becomes more and more complicated. We consider there is an urgent need in producing and development of changes in the system of education as well as preparing  to train teachers of schools to work in schools with an inclusive prospect. 
Kazakhstan makes big steps to realize the rights of children with disabilities but still it is not enough to say that we have overcome all the difficulties our regular schools have. One of the most important issues within this issue is the following: disabled schoolchildren do not have an accessible environment for education. 
According to the statistics though the real figures are much higher about 3% of all kids in Kazakhstan are in great need of specific approach for them to study and to be up brought. The government of any country should try its best to help them get a qualified and adequate education that will help them to adapt to a society. The government of Kazakhstan pays a detailed attention to this issue but the problem still  exists due to the lack of specialists in this sphere (defectologists, psychologists who have experience to work with disabled kids, physical therapists and so on).

As is known, 2008 is the year when Kazakhstan proclaimed the year of disabled children. So, the year can be announced as the year when we turned our face to this issue, which was suppressed for a very long time
Inclusive education in Kazakhstan is a new issue. This trend is supposed to have equal possibilities to satisfy all the needs for children to be educated regardless of their health conditions. But in fact the situation is terrifying. Not a long time ago children having serious problems with health were qualified as physically disabled. Such children were usually taken to special correction schools. Now the situation is changing. As education is acceptable for all, we faced an issue to introduce such types of schools where students would get adequate socialization regardless their physiological and psychological possibilities. 
However, our society has come across some problems. Many parents of normal children are afraid that their children will achieve knowledge slower than is expected by the school program as disabled kids need more time to cope with the curriculum. On the other hand, parents of invalids worry that their children will face psychological discomfort, bullying at school which will lead to deep stress. Besides that, disabled children need specific approach such as correction. The normal schools are not ready for such innovations. Therefore, there is a big task for social psychologists to introduce an adequate attitude to a collaborative educating both groups of kids. World practice shows limiting social possibilities and having disabled kids as “outsiders” have a very negative effect to develop a healthy society. Alienation of a person that has some special needs is a reflection of humiliation and discrimination. Western countries try to develop adequate perception of people with disabilities having them as a normal part of a society that deserves respect and possibilities to realize their ambitions. Certain technologies are worked out to collaboration of physically challenged kids and normal children. Among them are the following measures: 
·  expanded access to education that means that a decision to get a secondary education is an independent decision of a disabled person or his or her guardian. Governmental or state forms of education do not undergo any of complicated changes;
· Mainstreaming – is a form of social contacts, where children participate only in celebrating holidays and having leisure time together;

· Integration indicates the fact of  having kids be fitted to the standards of general education. In other words, the system of education remains the same but the kids have pedagogical and correction work that helps them to absorb the material on the equal level with the normal children;
· Inclusion – that is integrating children with disabilities into educational environment bu means of changing methods, material basis for a complete education.

The last method has become the most sufficient one. The analysis is presented below:

1. There more than 60% of kids under 16 are the children with special needs. Beginning with 1976 disabled children got a right to study in normal classes, except the kids with serious developmental delays are recommended to enter special educational centers.

2. The Great Britain has a followed up (integrated or linked) system of education, that is pre-school, primary and secondary schools. That is the reason why psychologists and trainers give consultations and observe special kids from their very young age assisting them to get all necessary skills. This tendency goes through all stages of education. 
3. English schools that realize programs of inclusive education are subsidized by the government and provided with trained and qualified specialists. 

4. Special kids study in one class with other normal children and teachers take control not permitting them to divide into groups of healthy and nod very healthy children, mentally correct and backward children.

5. Disabled kids are provided with an assistant, presenting an individual educational program, they are supplied with aids and appliances to be protected from bullying.
Schools and pre-school institutions of England from a very young age try to form a positive attitude towards people with disabilities. For instance, small kids in the kindergartens are offered dolls that have visual features of disabilities or appliances that follow their lives such as a toy wheelchair.
Inclusive education helps a person with disabilities feel himself as a healthful member of a society, find his way and be useful for the people surrounding him.

As for the people around invalids, they learn to be merciful, tolerant, understanding needs and possibilities. They are taught to overcome egoism and form a positive attitude towards the world.

Inclusive policy – is a juridical issue that allows parents to have a right to chose a school. Research held in in the countries of the Near East show that not all parents are eager to take children to the system of secondary education.

Kazakhstan still has some unsolved problems and barriers on the way of introducing inclusive education in Kazakhstan:

· Incorrect attitude to the disabled children;

· Absence of specially trained staff;

· Low level of material and technical equipment amid methodical manuals of educational institutions;

· Barriers of physical access;

· Strict requirement of state standards.


Introduction of a wide ranged academic evaluation system allows to include children with different undeveloped physical and mental awareness into the ordinary stream of education.
On a primary step the major task of the government is delivering informative meetings among scientific and pedagogical society. Developing a regulatory environment, training materials and the teaching staff, studying native and foreign experience of integrating inclusive education will let Kazakhstan to develop a correct system of education. 
Specialists in this sphere support the idea of gradual and balanced development of inclusive education. They mention that it is impossible to completely close special schools and transferring all schoolchildren into a normal school [2]. 
It gives ways to concern among some parents and teachers that it will result in decreasing the quality of education with normal kids. But specialists assure that inclusion is aiming to offer high quality of education  satisfying  all members of educational process. is t 
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
