Studying the psychological aspects of preventing interpersonal conflicts in young families

In the context of modern socio-cultural changes, the institution of the family is undergoing
significant transformations. Young families who are at the stage of forming stable interpersonal
relationships are particularly vulnerable. Thus, the relevance of the study is determined by the social
significance of the issue, the need to strengthen the institution of the family and the development of
scientifically based approaches to psychological assistance to young spouses.

Theoretical analysis of scientific literature on the research problem, questionnaires and surveys
to identify the level of conflict and communicative characteristics of spouses; T. Thomas
questionnaire, emotional intelligence test (N. Hall), methodology “Diagnosis of the level of
communicative tolerance” (V.V. Boyko).

The article presents the causes that influence the occurrence of the most typical types of
conflicts, which are based on various grounds. Conflicts are divided according to the degree of
severity of contradictions, according to the degree of people's involvement in the conflict. Conflicts
can also be open and hidden, easily resolvable and intractable, constructive and destructive.

Tools for assessingstudents’ competenciesin the field of sustainable development

In the face of global challenges such as climate change, natural resource depletion, and
growing social inequality, universities play a key role in preparing specialists with sustainable
development competencies. However, a key challenge remains the lack of standardized tools for
assessing these competencies, which reduces the effectiveness of the educational process. Traditional
knowledge assessment methods, including tests and exams, do not fully assess students' critical
thinking, systems analysis, strategic planning, and interdisciplinary skills.

To analyze existing tools for assessing students' sustainable development competencies and to
formulate recommendations for their adaptation in higher education.

The study utilized a systematic review of scientific literature, comparative analysis, and
classification of tools. Particular attention is paid to identifying groups of methods: self-assessment,
observation, testing, project assignments, portfolios, and digital technologies.

The analysis showed that effective competency assessment is achieved through a combination
of various tools, which helps to compensate for the limitations of each. The integrated use of testing,
project assignments, and self-assessment was recognized as the most promising. The study's results
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can be used by universities to improve competency assessment practices and develop a national
methodology in the field of education for sustainable development. This will improve the objectivity
of the educational process and the quality of training specialists for a sustainable economy.

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Psychological and pedagogicalcorrection of aggressivebehavior of adolescents

The main problem: the research topic is due to the fact that a modern teenager lives in a
rapidly changing information world, in terms of its content and speed of development. In this regard,
adolescents develop a sense of protest, often unconscious, spontaneous, inexplicable, but at the same
time their individualization increases, and if they lose, do not understand, do not support, and do not
receive general social interest, it can and does lead to aggression. The purpose of the research is to
study the psychological characteristics of the manifestation and overcoming of aggression in
adolescents.

Methods and techniques: the ontological principle of genetically meaningful logic, the method
of transforming concrete images, the method of ascending from the abstract to the concrete, the Bass-
Darkey aggression questionnaire; the projective technique “My Family” (KRS) by Hals and Harris
modified by K. Makhover; “Anxiety Research” by Spielberger-Khanin, “The degree of self-
satisfaction” by E.T. Sokolova, E.O. Fedorova, “The influence of self-esteem on self-confidence” by
T. Smith, correction program.

The results and their significance: the article presents the causes that influence the occurrence
of aggression in adolescents. The reasons that may lie in the physiology of a teenager, possibly in
behavioral motivation, and possibly in the development of a strong emotional negative background,
possibly social negative conditions, etc. The created correctional program can and should be used later
for work in educational institutions.

The
authors analyze its components, including knowledge of scientific research methodology, proficiency
in various research tools, and the ability to work with information from different sources.

Methods: In conclusion, the authors summarize the conclusions, confirming the high
importance of research competence for successful adaptation to the modern world. They call for
further research and development of effective methods for the formation of this competence at all
levels of education.

Introduction

In today's rapidly evolving society characterized by information technology and globalization,
research competence has become an integral part of the educational process. It refers to a person's
ability to independently search for, analyze, and interpret information, as well as formulate and test
hypotheses. In this article, we will explore what research competence is, its key elements, and its place
within the framework of key competencies.

Among the competencies, students' research competencies can be distinguished in a special
way, which are based on key competencies. Key competencies are multidimensional and include
various mental processes and intellectual skills. In order to formulate the concept of "research
competence™ and define its content, in our opinion, it is necessary to consider the essence of research
activity. There are various approaches to the interpretation of the concept of "research competence”,
some of which we will focus on:

— from the perspective of a systematic approach (L.A. Golub, V.S. Lazarev, T.A. Smolina,
etc.), research competence is a component of professional competence; — from the perspective of a
knowledge-operational approach (M.A. Danilov, E.F. Zeer, M.A. Choshanov, etc.), research
competence is a set of knowledge and skills necessary for carrying out research activities; — from the
perspective of the procedural and technological approach (A.V. Khutorskoy), research competence is
considered "as a person's possession of the appropriate research competence, which should be
understood as knowledge as the result of a person's cognitive activity in a specific field of science, as
well as the methods and techniques of research that they must master in order to carry out research
activities, as well as the motivation and position of the researcher, and their value orientations" [1];

— from the standpoint of the functional activity approach (B.G. Ananyev, N.V. Kuzmina,
A.K. Markova, V.D. Shadrikov, etc.), the concept of "research competence" includes a set of personal
qualities necessary for effective research activity. The qualities that characterize a researcher include
the following: a steady focus on solving the research problem; obsession with work, nonconformism;
criticality and self-criticism, constant dissatisfaction with the achieved result, etc;
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— from the standpoint of the competence approach (B.G. Ananyev, V.A. Bolotov,
A.A. Derkach, ILA. Zimnaya, N.V. Kuzmina, V.V. Laptev, A.K. Markova, S.I. Osipova, V.V. Serikov,
V.A. Slastenin, A.P. Tryapitsyna, V.D. Shadrikov, etc.) research competence It is considered as an
integral characteristic of the student's personality, expressed in the willingness and ability to
independently master and receive systems of new knowledge as a result of the transfer of the semantic
context of activity from the functional to the transformative, based on existing knowledge, skills and
methods of activity. Within the framework of this approach, V.A. Slastenin emphasizes that the
structural components of research competence should coincide with the components of research
activity, and the unity of theoretical and practical research skills form a model of students' research
competence [2].

Most researchers tend to view students' research competence because of well-planned research
activities (writing research papers, conducting and analyzing experiments, etc.). S. I. Osipova draws
attention to the transformative nature of research competence and presents it as an integral personal
quality that manifests itself in the readiness and ability to independently acquire and apply new
knowledge systems by transferring the semantic context of activity from functional to transformative,
based on existing knowledge, skills, and methods of activity [3].

The same author suggests that there are three main elements of a student's research
competence, which are expressed in the following abilities: — identifying the goal of the activity; —
determining the subject and means of the activity, and implementing the planned actions; — reflecting
on and analyzing the results of the activity (comparing the achieved results with the set goal).

These elements, in our opinion, reflect competence in conducting research largely than in
educational practice. We would like to note that research competence should be formed in any person,
as one of the essential ones, in the course of educational and cognitive activity. Research activity is
inherent in humans phylogenetically, it has passed to us from the animal world. Physiological
researchers have found interesting designations for the indicative research behavior of primates:
"disinterested curiosity" (I.P. Pavlov); "research impulse" (N.Y. Voitonis); "survey activity"
(N.N. Ladygina-Kots) [4].

Considering the works of psychologists, we can identify two main manifestations of research
activity: the orienting reflex, which humans inherited from animals, and the research reaction. Let us
focus on the psychological categories that originate from the senses and should be primarily developed
through research activities. Drawing on the works of S. According to L. Rubinstein and V.S. Mukhina,
the first manifestation of research activity is the orienting reflex: the ability of a person not just to
look, but to see, or even better, to contemplate (consider and observe), and as a result, to perceive what
is the focus of their attention [5, 6].

To Obukhovsky [7] believes that the orienting reflex is a factor that initiates further cognitive
activity of a person, which, in turn, is divided into a "simple orienting reaction" and a "complex
exploratory reaction”, manifested in cognition to one degree or another of the object or phenomenon of
interest. The more opportunities the object under study provides, the greater the strength of the
research reaction, and a peculiar motive for research is manifested here.

Materials and methods

100 high school students from a school in Pavlodar participated in the study. Questionnaires
developed based on the research competence model were used to measure the level of research
competence. The questionnaire consisted of 30 questions aimed at assessing the skills of critical
thinking, data analysis and working with scientific sources

Data collection was conducted between January and March 2025. Participants filled out
questionnaires in an online format, which ensured convenience and accessibility. In addition to the
survey, five focus group interviews were conducted to gain a deeper understanding of students'
perception of research competence.

SPSS software was used to analyze the quantitative data, which included descriptive statistics
and correlation analysis. The qualitative data was analyzed using content analysis, which helped to
identify the main themes and patterns in the participants' responses. The study was conducted in
accordance with ethical standards, and all participants were informed about the purpose of the study
and gave their consent in writing.

Results

The study assessed the level of students' research competence, and the results showed that the
average score was 75 out of 100. This indicates a high level of formation of research competence. In a
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qualitative analysis based on focus groups, three key themes emerged the importance of hands-on
experience, the need for critical thinking training, and the role of mentoring.

The findings support the conclusions of previous studies, but highlight the lesser importance
of theoretical knowledge. This highlights the need for curriculum revisions to emphasize practical
aspects of research. Despite the positive findings, it is important to acknowledge the limitations of our
study, including the small sample size, which may affect the generalizability of the data. Future
research can focus on exploring research competence in a broader context, including different
educational institutions.

After analyzing the content of the above-mentioned approaches, we can draw a conclusion and
consider research competence as an integral characteristic of a student's personality, which manifests
itself in the willingness to take an active research position in relation to their own activities and
themselves as the subject of these activities, and to independently and creatively solve research tasks
based on their existing knowledge and skills. From this, it follows that a student can only
independently acquire and build new knowledge systems when they are the subject of their own
education, clearly understanding the meaning and significance of research competence in their
educational activities and being interested in obtaining research results.

In this case, students' proactive, independent, and research-oriented attitude to reality, other
people, and themselves as researchers is one of the most important elements of a conscious approach
to the need to develop their research competence. The essence of research competence is manifested
through the interrelation of its components: motivational, informational, cognitive, communicative,
reflexive, personal.

— The motivational component is associated with the formation of a student's interest in
research activities, both individual and group, as well as the need for such activities and the focus on
achieving their results. The motivational and value component includes — shows interest in knowledge
and curiosity;

— Shows cognitive activity that develops into a cognitive need;

— Strives for independent creative research activities;

— Strives for self-improvement;

— Readiness for volitional tension, forecasting, idea generation, and problem definition;

— Desire to work in a research group and to experiment.

To solve problematic tasks in the Biology course, students need to look for additional
information and be able to work with sources. Therefore, the information component is important for
the formation of research competence. The information component is determined by the student's
ability to extract and process information, skills in working with modern computer, multimedia and
other equipment.

By solving problematic tasks, the student shows his ability to carry out a bibliographic search,
receive and summarize information on the issue. While working on a problem, he can bring his
solution to this issue into a research project, implementing the cognitive component of research
competence. The cognitive component of research competence is represented by the ability to use
acquired knowledge in various non-standard life situations; it is determined by the system of
knowledge about research activities, their norms and values in modern society.

The cognitive component includes the following skills:

— The ability to see the problem and formulate it;

— Ability to formulate research goals and objectives;

— The ability to carry out a bibliographic search, receive and summarize information on the
issue;

— the ability to use a variety of empirical research methods;

— The ability to perform research in a certain sequence;

— The ability to present the progress and results of the work, to properly arrange their research
work, etc.

Discussion

When solving biological problems, a student can carry out research projects individually or in
pairs, which undoubtedly requires communication, the ability to establish contact, and dialogue. These
skills are part of the structure of the communicative component of research competence and include:

— The ability to organize and carry out productive communication with both individuals and
groups of people;

— The ability to find and see non-standard ways to solve problems;
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— The ability to make decisions taking into account personal and social consequences;

— The ability to rationally plan their actions in a research group;

— The ability to see and find ways to solve problems in group relationships, make decisions
taking into account the interests of all members of the research group (research team), use the laws of
interpersonal communication in situations of research interaction.

The structure of research competence also includes a reflexive component, which requires
students to be able to recognize, evaluate and analyze research phenomena, situations that arise in life,
and the research abilities of not only their own, but also those of others.

An important role in the formation of research competence is played by the personal
component, which involves the development of students' skills of self-organization, independence,
self-learning, self-regulation, self-determination and self-development. The result of the research task
is cultural self-determination, self-identification of the student. By completing a research project on a
topic of interest to him, the student chooses the direction of his future profession, he becomes self-
determined. All this forms the basis of the personal component of research competence.

Analyzing the above, we can conclude that all the components of research competence are
interconnected and complement each other. Research is difficult to imagine without creativity, which
is why psychologists often equate research and creative abilities, including cognitive traits
(observantness, independence of judgment, high intelligence, good memory, desire to express one's
own truth, etc.) and personal traits (rich inner world, increased sensitivity to one's fantasies,
motivations, impulses, etc.).

Conclusion

Research competence is an important element of the key competencies system, which is
necessary for a successful life and professional activity in today's society. It not only helps individuals
navigate the world of information, but also contributes to their personal and professional development.
Educational institutions should focus on developing research competence among students by creating
an environment that encourages active learning and exploration. This will ensure that students are
equipped with the necessary skills to effectively address the challenges of the modern world.

Pricing Methodology in Market Conditions and Market Development Uncertainty

The article presents a hew approach to the formation of market prices for small businesses and
entrepreneurship. The primary sources of the cost theory of price and the labor theory of value are
studied. The transformation of the labor theory of value made it possible to determine the optimal
price.

To propose a pricing mechanism during financial stability and market uncertainty. The study
allows assessing the application of pricing policy and strategy, as well as pricing methods. The
allocation of socially significant costs into a separate category makes it possible to ensure state control
over the formation of regulated state prices and norms. The business community is interested in
applying regulated prices both by the state and in practice during periods of uncertainty. The presented
formulas and calculations reveal the specifics of price formation under market conditions. By using
indicators of inflation and the Central Bank of Russia’s key rate, uncertainty risks are mitigated.

The study used general scientific methods, structural and logical analysis. The theoretical and
methodological basis of the research consists of works of modern scholars and current legal and
regulatory documents.

The research results are intended for individual entrepreneurs and organizations in managing
price formation under market relations and uncertainty.

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Barrier-Free Economy: Inclusion as a Strategy for Regional Growth

In the context of growing social inequality and regional development disparities in
Kazakhstan, particularly in industrialized regions, the level of involvement of socially vulnerable
groups in the economy remains low. The lack of a systematic approach to inclusion limits the potential
of human capital as a resource for sustainable growth. Despite the presence of targeted support
programs, including employment promotion, microfinance, and inclusive education initiatives, their
implementation is generally fragmented and not integrated into socio-economic development
strategies. This reduces the effectiveness of such measures and hinders the formation of sustainable
inclusion institutions.

In addition, institutional, infrastructural, and digital barriers persist, limiting the full
participation of vulnerable groups — including women, youth, persons with disabilities, and rural
residents — in economic processes. These barriers reinforce structural inequalities and contribute to
the reproduction of social exclusion. Under such conditions, inclusion should be reconsidered not as a
form of social assistance but as an investment strategy aimed at expanding labor and entrepreneurial
potential, strengthening domestic demand, and ensuring balanced regional economic development.

The main goal of the study is to determine the potential of economic inclusion as a strategy for
sustainable socio-economic development of the region. The research applies quantitative and
qualitative methods, including analysis of official documents and SWOT analysis of inclusion
conditions. Institutional, infrastructural, regulatory, and social barriers to the participation of
vulnerable groups in the regional economy are examined. The study finds that despite the existence of
basic infrastructure and support programs, the main constraints to economic inclusion are fragmented
policies, weak interdepartmental coordination, digital and educational inequality. The inclusion of
economically inactive populations through inclusive entrepreneurship, digital employment, and human
capital development can become a significant driver of regional growth. A transition from
compensatory support to strategic integration of inclusion into regional planning is proposed.

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Assessing the impact of intellectual property on the economic performance
of European companies

Abstract

In today's context of accelerated digitalization and global competition, intellectual property is a
key factor in ensuring sustainable economic growth for companies. This article assesses the impact of
intellectual property ownership on the economic performance of European companies.

Main Problem: the impact of intellectual property use on the economic performance of
European companies in the context of global competition and accelerated digitalization. Attention is
paid to both large corporations and small and medium-sized enterprises, which form the backbone of
the European economy.

Objective: To identify the degree to which companies' financial and operational performance
depends on their registered intellectual property rights, including patents, trademarks, and industrial
designs.

Methods: Based on an analysis of statistical data from the European Patent Office and the
European Union Intellectual Property Office. The sample included over 119,000 companies from
27 EU countries. Methods of comparative analysis, correlation analysis, and assessment of differences
between groups of companies with different levels of engagement in the intellectual property
protection system were used.

Results and Their Significance: Show that companies with intellectual property rights
demonstrate higher levels of economic performance. Revenue per employee in such organizations
exceeds that of firms without intellectual property by 41 percent. For small and medium-sized
enterprises, this increase reaches 44 percent, and for large companies, 16 percent. Companies with a
comprehensive intellectual property portfolio also demonstrate higher employment, productivity, and
competitiveness. The study's findings confirm the strategic importance of intellectual property for
shaping Europe's innovative economy. Particular attention is paid to the need to actively engage small
and medium-sized enterprises in the use of intellectual property protection systems, as well as to
improving state and institutional support mechanisms in this area.

Introduction

In the context of global digitalization and intensifying competition in international markets,
intellectual property (IP) is becoming a key factor determining the innovative potential and economic
performance of companies. Over the past decades, the European Union has placed particular emphasis
on the development and support of intellectual property protection systems, viewing them not only as
a tool for protecting innovation but also as a strategic resource for sustainable economic growth [1].
The development of the knowledge economy requires the involvement of a wide range of participants
— from large transnational corporations to small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), which form the
backbone of the European economic system.

According to a joint study by the European Patent Office and the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EPO & EUIPO), companies holding patents, trademarks, and industrial designs
demonstrate significantly higher financial and operational performance than organizations that do not
use intellectual property protection systems [2]. In particular, revenue per employee in companies with
registered IP rights is higher by an average of 41 %, with the increase reaching 44 % for small and
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medium-sized enterprises and 16 % for large companies. These data confirm the strategic importance
of IP as a factor in competitiveness and innovation.

However, despite these obvious advantages, less than 10 % of SMEs in the European Union
utilize intellectual property protection [2]. This situation is due to a number of barriers: insufficient
awareness among entrepreneurs of the potential of IP, the high cost of patenting and legal protection,
and limited institutional support mechanisms. As a result, the potential of IP in the European economy
remains underutilized, reducing innovation and limiting prospects for sustainable growth.

Literature Review. Scientific literature confirms the close relationship between intellectual
property and companies' economic performance. Recent studies show that patents and trademarks not
only increase the market value of enterprises but also serve as a factor in attracting investment [3].
Moreover, IP rights contribute to market diversification and strengthen the long-term sustainability of
businesses [4].

Studies analyzing the European innovation economy emphasize the need to engage small and
medium-sized enterprises in the use of intellectual property protection tools [5]. Unlike large
corporations, which have in-house legal departments and resources for registering patents, SMEs often
lack sufficient access to expert and financial resources [6]. This leads to the potential of innovation
remaining untapped, and opportunities for the commercialization of ideas being limited.

International studies also demonstrate the role of IP in increasing labor productivity and job
creation. Thus, companies that actively use intellectual property rights are characterized by higher
employment rates and more sustainable business models [7]. At the same time, a number of authors
point to the need to create balanced legal and economic conditions to avoid excessive concentration of
advantages among certain market players [8].

Particular attention in the literature is given to the educational aspect [9-13]. There is a growing
understanding that intellectual property management should be integrated into university curricula,
regardless of the field of study. This is due to the fact that graduates — both in the humanities and
technical fields — must possess IP skills to successfully implement projects in the knowledge economy
[14]. European and international practices demonstrate that developing IP competencies promotes the
development of innovative entrepreneurship and increases the competitiveness of national economies
[15; 16].

Thus, modern research documents the strategic role of intellectual property in ensuring the
economic performance of companies, but simultaneously highlights existing barriers to its use,
particularly in the SME sector.

The purpose of this study is to assess the impact of intellectual property on the economic
performance of European companies. To achieve this goal, the following objectives were set:

— to analyze statistical data on companies using intellectual property in the European Union;

— to compare the financial and operational performance of organizations with different levels of
engagement in the IP system;

— to determine the impact of IP on employment and productivity;

— to identify key barriers to IP use, particularly in the SME sector.

The significance of the study lies in the fact that the results provide a deeper understanding of
the role of intellectual property as a driver of economic performance for European companies. The
practical significance lies in the potential use of the findings in developing institutional mechanisms to
support innovation, as well as in shaping university educational strategies aimed at training specialists
with intellectual property management competencies. This creates the basis for the broader application
of IP in the European economy and contributes to the development of an innovation ecosystem that
ensures sustainable growth.

Methods and materials

Conducting a study of the impact of intellectual property on the economic performance of
European companies required a comprehensive approach, combining statistical data analysis,
quantitative methods, and comparative analysis across sectors and company sizes.

The primary empirical source for this study was data from the European Patent Office (EPO)
and the European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO), presented in a joint report, "Intellectual
Property Rights and Firm Performance in the European Union" [2]. The study included data on more
than 119,000 companies from 27 EU countries. The sample included both large corporations and
SMEs, allowing us to assess the differentiated impact of intellectual property on different business
categories. In addition to official statistical sources, Eurostat databases and data from national
statistical offices of EU member states containing indicators of employment, productivity, and
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financial performance of enterprises were used. In some cases, materials from the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPQO) [17] and the European Commission [18] were also used, reflecting
strategic approaches to the development of the knowledge economy and the role of IP in this process.
The study's methodological framework combined elements of quantitative and qualitative analysis.
Comparative analysis was used to identify differences in economic performance between companies
with IP assets (patents, trademarks, and industrial designs) and those without registered rights.
Regression analysis was used to determine the impact of IP ownership on indicators such as revenue
per employee, profitability, export volume, and employment. Control variables, including company
size, industry, and country of incorporation, were taken into account. Correlation analysis allowed us
to establish a relationship between the number of registered IP assets and the level of economic
performance of companies. Qualitative analysis was used to interpret barriers to IP use, including in
the SME sector. This analysis utilized expert interviews and surveys prepared by international
organizations.

For a more accurate assessment, the impact of IP was examined separately for:

— Large companies with a developed IP portfolio and in-house legal departments;

—Small and medium-sized enterprises, for which registering and maintaining IP rights is
associated with high costs and limited resources; - sectoral differences, as the importance of IP varies
across industries (for example, in pharmaceuticals and mechanical engineering, patents play a decisive
role, while in services and creative industries, trademarks are more important).

Several limitations must be considered. First, EPO and EUIPO data only cover officially
registered IP rights, which excludes the use of informal innovation protection practices (e.g., trade
secrets). Second, not all financial indicators are publicly available, limiting the ability to construct
more complex econometric models. Third, comparing companies across EU member states requires
taking into account differences in institutional environments and tax policies, which could also
influence the analysis results.

The choice of a comprehensive methodology is driven by the need not only to quantitatively
capture the impact of IP on economic performance but also to qualitatively analyze barriers and
institutional factors. The use of regression and correlation methods allowed us to establish a
statistically significant relationship between IP use and company performance growth. Comparative
analysis made it possible to identify differences between large and small companies, as well as
between industries. Qualitative analysis provided a more complete picture, allowing for the
consideration of subjective factors and institutional barriers.

Thus, the proposed methodological approach provides a comprehensive examination of the
problem under study and enables sound conclusions to be drawn about the strategic role of intellectual
property in improving the economic performance of European companies.

Results

The first stage of the study compared the financial and operational performance of companies
with and without intellectual property. EPO and EUIPO data revealed clear differences in revenue per
employee, employment, and overall labor productivity (Table 1).

These data demonstrate that intellectual property ownership has a complex impact not only on
profitability but also on employment structure and the international presence of companies. It is
important to emphasize that these benefits are not limited to multinational corporations, but also to
small and medium-sized enterprises.

A regression analysis allowed us to quantify the contribution of patent, trademark, and
industrial design ownership to company economic performance. The main model included the
following dependent variables: revenue per employee; export volume; and return on assets. The
following items served as independent variables: patent ownership; trademark ownership; industrial
design ownership; company size (control variable); and industry (control variable).
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The results showed that patent ownership increases revenue per employee by an average of
18%, while trademark ownership increases a company's export activity by 23%, and combined
ownership of an IP portfolio (patents + trademarks + industrial designs) correlates with a 16—-20%
increase in profitability. Thus, intellectual property acts not only as a factor in directly increasing
income but also as a tool for entering international markets.

Correlation analysis confirmed a positive relationship between the number of registered
intellectual property assets and companies' economic performance. The correlation coefficient
between the number of patents and income per employee was 0.62, indicating a strong positive
relationship. The correlation coefficient between the number of trademarks and export activity was
0.58. The correlation coefficient between the number of industrial designs and employment growth
was 0.47, reflecting a moderate but statistically significant relationship.

These data indicate that the more comprehensive a company's intellectual property portfolio,
the more sustainable and effective its economic performance.

Despite the positive impact of IP, the results of the qualitative analysis revealed significant
barriers, particularly in the SME sector:

1. Financial barriers, such as the high cost of patenting and legal support, often prove
insurmountable for small businesses [5].

2. Information barriers stem from a lack of awareness of IP protection opportunities and their
benefits.

3. Institutional barriers include complex registration procedures and a lack of support from
national authorities.

Furthermore, experts note that many SMEs prioritize short-term survival over strategic
protection of intellectual assets. This explains the low level of engagement in the IP system — less than
10 % of all small and medium-sized companies [2].

The results of the industry analysis showed that the importance of intellectual property varies.
In pharmaceuticals and biotechnology, patents play a decisive role in determining competitiveness. In
mechanical engineering and electronics, a combination of patents and industrial designs is crucial. In
the creative industries (design, media, advertising), trademarks dominate as a brand recognition tool.
In the service sector, patents are less important, but trademarks play a significant role in shaping
reputation (Table 2).

Companies with intellectual property demonstrate significantly higher performance across key
financial and operational metrics. The contribution of IP is evident in both increased profitability and
employment, as well as in the expansion of international operations. Correlation and regression
analyses confirmed a statistically significant relationship between the number of IP assets and
economic performance. The main barriers for SMEs are the high cost and complexity of procedures,
which requires expanded support programs and educational initiatives. A sectoral analysis revealed
that the importance of individual IP assets depends on the specifics of the industry.

The study found that the level of IP use varies among EU member states. In countries with
highly developed innovation systems, such as Germany, France, and the Netherlands, the share of
companies owning patents and trademarks is significantly higher than the EU average. In Germany,
over 50 percent of large companies own a patent portfolio, and among small and medium-sized
enterprises, approximately 18 percent actively use IP protection [2].

In countries of Southern and Eastern Europe, the figures are lower. For example, in Bulgaria
and Romania, the share of companies with registered patents does not exceed 5 percent, and trademark
registration activity is less than 12 percent. These differences are explained not only by the level of
economic development but also by the characteristics of institutional support, educational level, and
the availability of innovation infrastructure.
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The situation in Scandinavia, where relatively small economies are characterized by high levels
of innovation, deserves particular attention. Sweden and Denmark demonstrate significant patent rates
per capita, confirming the importance of public policy in supporting innovation and IP.

Case studies have shown that intellectual property can be a key factor in long-term
sustainability and competitiveness. One example is Philips, a company based in the Netherlands,
which, thanks to its active patent portfolio in electronics and medical technology, has managed to
maintain a leading position in the global market.

In Germany, Siemens also actively uses patent protection to consolidate its technological
leadership. Its patent portfolio not only protects innovations but also creates opportunities for licensing
activities, which is a significant source of income.

The experience of small businesses is also interesting. Finnish company Rovio, creator of the
popular game Angry Birds, demonstrated how effective use of trademarks can transform a product
into a global brand. Despite the small scale of the business, successful protection of its brand rights
allowed the company to scale its operations internationally.

Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) form the backbone of the EU economy, yet their
engagement with the intellectual property system remains low. According to a report by the EPO and
EUIPO, only approximately 9 percent of SMEs in the European Union own IP [2].

Nevertheless, it is precisely in the SME sector that the greatest growth can be observed with
support. Research shows that SMEs with registered intellectual property rights are 68 percent more
likely to become high-growth companies compared to those without IP [2].

The main barriers for SMEs are related to lack of awareness and the high cost of registration.
However, in countries with well-developed support programs, the situation is more positive. For
example, Spain and ltaly offer state subsidies for patenting, which encourage small businesses to
actively use IP.

At the macro level, intellectual property impacts national economies through increased
productivity, exports, and employment. According to estimates by the European Patent Office, IP-
intensive industries account for approximately 45 percent of EU GDP and provide nearly 30 percent of
all jobs [2].

This means that intellectual property extends beyond the individual advantages of individual
companies and is becoming a strategic factor in economic growth. For EU countries with low levels of
IP engagement, the creation of effective support policies in this area can be crucial for narrowing the
economic development gap.

Analysis has shown that the use of intellectual property is closely linked to employee
competencies and the availability of educational programs. Universities and research centers play a
key role not only in generating innovation but also in training specialists with IP expertise.

In recent years, there has been a growing trend in Europe to include courses on intellectual
property management in curricula in both engineering and humanities programs. This reflects the
understanding that the effective use of IP requires not only technical knowledge but also legal and
economic competencies.

The study confirms that intellectual property is a key factor in improving the performance of
European companies. Its impact is evident in growth in revenue, exports, employment, and
productivity. At the same time, significant differences were identified across EU countries and
economic sectors.

Companies that actively use IP demonstrate sustainable development and a higher chance of
international expansion. SMEs require additional support to overcome barriers related to high
registration costs and low awareness.

In the long term, developing IP competencies and integrating educational programs in
intellectual property management will play a crucial role in strengthening Europe's innovation
economy.

Discussion

The study results confirmed that intellectual property is a key factor in the competitiveness of
European companies. Patents, trademarks, and industrial designs not only protect innovation but also
create long-term market advantages. The findings are consistent with findings by the European Patent
Office and the EU Intellectual Property Office that companies with registered IP rights, on average,
demonstrate higher growth rates in revenue, employment, and exports [2].

Intellectual property is becoming an important intangible asset that can be used to attract
investment, access international markets, and build sustainable business relationships. Companies that
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embrace IP as part of their business strategy are more likely to achieve long-term sustainability than
those that view it solely as a means of legal protection.

A comparison with other regions of the world reveals the strengths and weaknesses of the
European model. In the United States, the proportion of companies actively using patent protection is
higher, and universities and research centers demonstrate closer ties to business. This is reflected in a
higher number of licenses and university-based joint start-ups [4].

In Asia, particularly China and South Korea, there has been a rapid increase in patent and
trademark applications. Government policies in these countries actively encourage the registration of
IP rights, viewing them as a tool for global competition. As a result, Asia is becoming a major
competitor to the EU and the US in high technology.

The European model is distinguished by a more balanced approach, which places a significant
emphasis on protecting the interests of small and medium-sized enterprises. However, the lag behind
the US and China in the number of patents and the level of commercialization of scientific research
indicates the need for more active measures to integrate science, business, and education.

The analysis revealed significant differences in the level of intellectual property use within the
EU. In Germany, France, and the Netherlands, the share of companies with active IP portfolios is
significantly higher than in Eastern and Southern European countries. These differences reflect not
only the level of economic development but also institutional support.

Scandinavian countries, such as Sweden and Denmark, demonstrate high levels of innovation
activity despite their relatively small economies. This confirms the importance of public policies
aimed at stimulating research, innovation, and IP protection.

Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) form the backbone of the EU economy, but their
engagement with the IP system remains low. Only about 9 percent of SMEs own registered IP rights
[2]. This is due to the high cost of registration, a lack of knowledge, and limited resources to protect
their interests in international markets.

At the same time, the results showed that SMEs that utilize intellectual property demonstrate the
greatest growth dynamics. Their likelihood of becoming high-growth companies is almost 70 percent
higher than those that do not utilize IP. This demonstrates that the proper use of IP can serve as a
catalyst for growth and innovation in the SME sector.

Intellectual property is not only a tool for protection but also a factor in shaping an innovative
economy. Companies that own IP rights are more likely to invest in research and development, which
creates a virtuous cycle of growth. This impact extends to national economies, increasing their
contribution to GDP and employment.

According to estimates by the EPO and EUIPO, IP-intensive industries generate almost half of
the European Union's GDP and account for approximately one-third of jobs [2]. These figures
underscore the systemic importance of intellectual property for sustainable economic development.

The development of educational programs in the field of intellectual property is particularly
important. Universities and research centers not only generate innovation but also train specialists with
knowledge of the legal and economic aspects of IP.

The inclusion of courses on intellectual property management in technical and humanities
programs is a prerequisite for developing the competencies of future specialists. This will enable
graduates to use IP knowledge not only to protect their own developments but also to create new
business models and develop an innovative economy.

European experience shows that integrating information technology into the educational process
increases graduates' entrepreneurial activity and facilitates technology transfer between universities
and businesses. In the long term, this contributes to the creation of a more sustainable knowledge
economy.

Based on the study, several areas for further development of EU intellectual property policy can
be identified.

First, support for small and medium-sized enterprises should be strengthened by providing
subsidies for IP registration, simplifying procedures, and expanding information campaigns.

Second, educational programs at universities and vocational schools should be expanded,
focusing on the practical aspects of IP use.

Third, ties between business and research organizations must be strengthened to increase the
commercialization of developments and the number of joint start-ups.
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Fourth, it is important to develop international cooperation, given global competition from the
US and Asia. The EU should build partnerships aimed at protecting the rights of European companies
in foreign markets.

The study was based on data from the European Patent Office and the EU Intellectual Property
Office, ensuring high reliability. However, a limitation remains related to the lack of more detailed
data for individual sectors and EU countries.

In the future, in-depth studies on specific industries, such as pharmaceuticals, biotechnology, or
information technology, where IP plays a particularly significant role, would be useful. A promising
area is also the study of educational programs, their effectiveness, and their impact on the
development of graduates' competencies.

Thus, the discussion confirms that intellectual property plays a key role in improving the
economic performance of European companies. Its importance extends beyond individual
organizations and becomes the foundation of the EU's innovation economy.

Conclusion

The study demonstrated that intellectual property is a fundamental element in enhancing the
economic performance of European companies. Based on data from the European Patent Office and
the EU Intellectual Property Office, it can be concluded that companies that actively use intellectual
property rights demonstrate higher growth, resilience, and innovation. They are more likely to enter
international markets, invest in research and development, and are more able to adapt to global
competition.

One of the key findings was confirmation that intellectual property influences not only the
economic performance of individual companies but also the development of the innovation economy
as a whole. Industries that intensively use intellectual property generate a significant share of the EU's
GDP and employment, and contribute significantly to exports and international cooperation. These
data highlight the systemic nature of the influence of intellectual property on the region's economy.

Geographical differences within the EU are also important to note. Countries in Western and
Northern Europe demonstrate higher levels of engagement in the use of intellectual property, while
those in Eastern and Southern Europe face limitations related to a lack of institutional support and
resources. This highlights the need for targeted policies aimed at reducing regional gaps and
strengthening innovation potential in all Member States.

The role of small and medium-sized enterprises deserves special attention. Although only a
small proportion of SMEs own registered IP rights, they demonstrate the highest growth rates when
using intellectual property tools. This confirms that supporting SMEs in this area can significantly
enhance the innovative potential and competitiveness of the European economy.

An equally significant area of research was the relationship between intellectual property and
education. Universities and research centers not only create new knowledge but also must train
specialists with competencies in intellectual property management. Including such disciplines in
educational programs for students of all specializations will help develop universal skills in demand in
both business and science and technology. This will facilitate technology transfer, the development of
entrepreneurship, and the creation of new forms of knowledge commercialization. The practical
significance of the study's results lies in the fact that they provide a basis for developing effective
intellectual property strategies both at the company level and at the level of national and European
policy. Companies should view intellectual property not only as a protective tool but also as a strategic
resource that enables them to create added value, enhance competitiveness, and develop sustainable
business models.

For policymakers and regulators, the study's results highlight the need to expand educational
initiatives aimed at popularizing intellectual property knowledge, particularly among small and
medium-sized enterprises. Financial and organizational mechanisms should be developed to support
the registration of rights, and awareness of the potential of using intellectual property for long-term
growth should be raised.

The study's limitations include the fact that the analysis was conducted using aggregated data
for the European Union and does not always allow for identifying the specific characteristics of
individual industries or countries. A more in-depth study of the impact of intellectual property in
specific economic sectors, as well as an analysis of successful practices for integrating IP management
courses into university curricula, would be promising areas for future research.

In conclusion, intellectual property is an integral element of a modern innovation economy. Its
strategic use enables EU companies to achieve sustainable growth, strengthen their international
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positions, and develop long-term competitive advantages. Greater involvement of universities, the
business community, and government institutions in developing intellectual property competencies
and infrastructure will contribute to strengthening the European Union's economic resilience and its
ability to adapt to global challenges.

Therefore, intellectual property should be viewed not only as a legal category but also as an
important socioeconomic resource, uniting the interests of business, science, education, and politics.
Its full potential is realized when it becomes part of the long-term development strategies of
companies and governments.

Assessment of Competence Gap in Industry: The Case of Pavlodar Region

This article addresses the issue of qualitative mismatch between the professional education
system and the needs of the industrial sector in the context of economic digitalization. The focus of the
study is Pavlodar Region, one of the key industrial regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Based on
the analysis of digital, professional, adaptive, and behavioral competencies of graduates from
vocational and higher educational institutions, the existence of a stable competence gap was identified,
manifested in the discrepancy between graduate training and employer expectations. The study
employed expert surveys, vacancy analysis, and content analysis of educational programs, as well as
comparative assessment of the level of competence formation from the perspective of industrial
employers. The findings reveal the most significant gaps in digital and practice-oriented skills, as well
as in behavioral attributes essential for effective workplace adaptation. The article presents
guantitative assessments of these discrepancies and proposes a structural-functional model for
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bridging the competence gap. Practical recommendations are formulated to enhance the alignment
between the labor market and the education system, including the development of dual education,
employer participation in curriculum design, and the creation of industrial training sites.

Albert O. Hirschman and the Origins of the Possibilist Economy

Abstract

The purpose of this article is to describe the origins of Possibilist Economics through a brief
biographical account of the development of the ideas of Albert Otto Hirschman, the economist who
was the founding father of this new branch of economics. The reader is also offered a description of
the historical context in which Hirschman worked and developed his ideas.

Obijective: Describe how Possibilist Economics came about and what the method of Possibilist
Economics is.

Methods: The main method used for the development of this research is both deductive and
inductive, i.e. a use of both classical research tools. The line followed is that of analysis made through
the biographical path and historical context in which the economist of Possibilism. The research is
based both on the analyses and study of the numerous books and articles written by A.O. Hirschman
and on the direct experience of research and work that the authors of this article have carried out with
Hirschman himself and with Luca Meldolesi (Italian economist and historian), the latter considered to
be Hirschman's greatest collaborator and divulger in the world.

Results and their significance: The research is an introduction to the fundamentals of the
possibilist economics model

Introduction

This research is on the origins of Possibilist economics, an analysis made through the
biographical path and historical context in which the economist of Possibilism, Albert O. Hirschman,
developed his ideas and method. The description of the model of possibilist economics is limited to its
early developments. The analysis of the origins of possibilist thought is developed by following the
course of Hirschman's life, from his youth until the 1970s, and the books he produced during this
period and the development of his theses on possibilism.

Methods and materials

The biographical background to the development of the Ideas of the Economist of Possibilism.
Otto Albert Hirschman was born in Berlin, Germany, on 7 April 1915 (died at the age of 97 on
December 10, 2012 — Edwing Township, New Jersey, United States). His parents are Jewish, and his
father is a well-known city surgeon, specialising in neurosurgery. The latter comes from an East
German family that emigrated to the United States of America. He returned to Germany as a young
man to study and remained there. He died a natural death in 1933. Both he and his sisters were not
practising religious, and he accepted Protestant baptism at a very young age. His affluent economic
circumstances — middle-class at the time — allowed him to attend the ‘Franzésische GYMNASIUM” in
Berlin for nine years, where Hirschman received a classical education that enabled him to appreciate
important philosophers such as Hegel and the French philosophers as well as to study texts in French.
In those years, together with his older sister, Ursula, he began to approach the thought and studies of
Marx, Engels, Lenin and Kautscky. In 1931, he became involved in the socialist workers' youth in pre-
Nazi Germany.

In 1933 Adolf Hitler came to power in Germany. Hirschman had a brief period of illegal
political activity in the socialist movement, but the anti-Semitic and anti-democratic repression of the
Nazis and the sudden death of his father after an operation (March 1933) led him to leave Germany at
the age of 18 (April 1933) and emigrate to Paris in France. He immediately enrolled at the University
of Paris, resumed the economic studies he had begun in Berlin, and returned to his political
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commitment by meeting the environment of German, Italian and Menshevik political emigration. The
political exigencies of the time led him to change his name to Albert, a name that gave him a less
German appearance. In 1935 he moved to London, where he resumed his studies at the London School
of Economics, and in 1936 he enlisted in the Spanish Republican Army. In 1937 he moved to Italy, to
the city of Trieste, to join his sister Ursula, who had married Eugenio Colorni, an Italian high school
teacher. After graduating in economics, he became a volunteer assistant at the Institute of Statistical
Sciences, directed by Professor 'Paolo Luzzato Fegiz'. Hirschman’s role at the Institute of Statistics
was that of 'detective’ of the Italian Fascist economy, as he was secretly commissioned by a French
magazine to send reports on the Italian economy. The Italian dictatorship prevented any knowledge of
the real statistical data, and so Hirschman had the arduous task of examining the official data on
prices, wages, currency reserves, etc., and trying to extract as much as possible of the information that
corresponded most closely to the real situation, discovering things that the Fascist authorities wanted
to hide. He thus became a good expert on the Italian economy and managed to gain recognition as an
economist because he was able to learn the trade in a short time without first having to judge the
absolute soundness of Keynes's General Theory. But the young economist's passion for social justice
was far from diminished, and he soon became a militant anti-fascist, albeit in a very peculiar position.
In fact, he preferred to be at the disposal of anti-fascism 'in general' and used his German passport to
make numerous journeys with double-bottomed suitcases full of documents useful to the fight against
fascism.

Albert Hirschman was Jewish, and Mussolini's racial laws of 1938 forced him to return to
Paris, where he found work as a journalist and economic researcher in a credit institution. At the
outbreak of the Second World War, he joined the French army as a volunteer and remained there until
France's defeat (June 1940). He then resumed his militant anti-fascist activities, this time in an
organisation run from the United States by 'Karl Frank'. He soon became the main aide to Varian Fry,
the head of the New Beginning, an organisation that sought to save Jewish intellectuals and artists
from extermination by the Nazis. Under the false name of Albert Herman, he helped them to leave
Marseilles for the United States, providing them with false passports, black market money and so
on [1].

This militant anti-fascist activity was short-lived, and he too was forced to flee to America in
December 1940, avoiding arrest and the predictable consequences. Hirschman had long studied the
Italian economy during the Fascist period and was given an important assignment in the US by John
B. Condliffe, the New Zealand economist for the League of Nations. The latter was conducting
research on European trade control regimes (the Trade Regulation Project) and asked Hirschman to
edit the Italian section of the study. This work was of great importance for the economist, because in
1940 Condliffe was working as a professor of international economics at Berkley and was able to
obtain a Rockefeller Fellowship for Hirschman, which enabled him to obtain a visa to enter the United
States. This turning point in his career provided the impetus for his first book: National Power and the
Structure of Foreign Trade, written in 1941/42.

Hirschman’s move to America marks the end of an early phase in our character's life and thus
an early phase in his intellectual formation. It is in this phase that the seeds of the birth of Possibilist
thought are to be found, the foundations of which were laid by his youthful intellectual training in
Italy. Also important for the development of 'Possibilism' in this historical phase were the cultural
influences he had in a particular Italian milieu, that is the background of Eugenio Colorni and other
anti-fascist intellectuals, where a completely new intellectual attitude was maturing in the debate of
progressive thought, with entirely new intellectual foundations. It was in this Italian intellectual
environment that the ideas of young intellectuals such as Ernesto Rossi and Altiero Spinelli, who had
been imprisoned by Mussolini for being anti-fascists, circulated. And from them, from their
reflections, particularly those of Altiero Spinelli and Eugenio Colorni, a new intellectual position in
democratic and progressive thought began to mature, namely the detachment from traditional
ideologies and the rejection of these in political and intellectual action, not because of the immaturity
of the situation or tactical errors, "but because of the inefficiency of the general approach™ (Colorni,
1944).

Hirschman's Possibilism was born in the world of development economics, from the cultural
influences of other economists he encountered in the thirty years after the Second World War. But its
roots are more distant, to be found in the environment in which he lived as a young graduate, in his
European contacts with intellectuals of all kinds. We are also led to believe that his character, his
passion for social and economic progress, his peculiar way of approaching problems, with his desire to
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'do something now' without stopping at personal ideological and political obstacles, helped him to
develop his ideas. The influence of Eugenio Colorni was to be felt by Hirschman for several years, as
can be seen in his first book, 'National Power and the Structure of Foreign Trade".

The new ideas of E. Colorni and A. Spinelli generally consisted, as Hirschman himself states,
in the rejection of the need for a complete <<Weltanshaung>> (in contrast to the traditional German
and Italian culture), and the following of an intellectual taste in which nothing was taken for granted
except one's own doubts, capable of consolidating a spirit full of experimental curiosity, starting from
the conviction that "doubt can strengthen action instead of weakening it".

Settling in Berkley, Hirschman married the Russian-born anthropologist Sarah Shapiro in
1941. Despite his new marital situation, he had no intention of giving up the fight for freedom against
Nazi and fascist oppression. After obtaining American citizenship, he volunteered for the US Army in
1942 (under the name Hirschman) and fought in North Africa and Italy until the end of 1944. On his
return, he struck up a fruitful intellectual friendship with the economist Alexander Gerschenkran,
whom he had met in 1941 while working with him on the Condliffe project. It was at Gerschenkran's
invitation that Hirschman accepted a position with the Federal Reserve Board as an economist for the
Marshall Plan, the famous European economic recovery programme. It was then that the Hirschman
economist began to develop, if one can say so, and the first dissertations on the models and schemes of
the dominant economic theory began to emerge in him [2].

After the publication of his book 'National Power and the Structure of Foreign Trade' in 1945,
he worked intensively on the problems of economic reconstruction in Italy and France, as well as on
the various schemes (proposed by many) for European economic integration. His work allowed him to
be both a scholar of economic and political problems and an ‘applied economist’, basing his research
not on abstract theories but on careful observation. During the years of economic reconstruction of the
European countries that benefited from the Marshall Plan, Hirschman focused his attention on the
economic problems of France and especially Italy, as well as on some European economic integration
projects. There are several of his writings from this period (1946-1952); in some of them one can
sense how important his role as "economic detective"” was in Italy. This is work that he carries out with
intensity and sometimes enthusiasm, but his studies on European 'reconstruction’ are not lacking in
originality, a characteristic of the author who is always looking for something new, something
different in his economic analyses. We have just alluded to another characteristic of Hirschman's
thought, that of being "transgressive" with regard to the rigid schemata of the various economic
theories, which often puts him on a collision course (although this is not the case in the writings of the
period mentioned above), sometimes not explicitly, with the usual ways of thinking in this discipline.

Hirschman became an economist in a working group which he divided into two sub-groups
belonging to two different camps of economists:

a. the "conservatives", tied to orthodox economic theory, rigidly "pro-market”, who wanted to
impose their "prescriptions™ for stopping inflation and straightening out the exchange rate, which
Hirschman commented were socially explosive, politically naive and economically counterproductive.

b. the innovators, who proposed "creative remedies"” included in the Marshall Plan and who
promoted new doctrines such as "dollar scarcity”, but who essentially sought to impose their theses by
becoming "doctrinaires” themselves.

He was on the side of the innovators, with some reservations about their political positions,
and always concerned about the interference in the policies of the recipient countries that his
colleagues (in good faith, according to Hirschman) had adopted. During these years, he published
more than 40 books, all dedicated to economic policies useful to Italy and France and to the prospects
of economic unity among European countries, starting with the proposal of a European Payments
Union. It was only in his last months on the board of the US central bank that he began to return to his
studies on international trade, revising the themes already analysed in National Power on foreign trade
and the industrialisation of backward countries. In June 1951, he participated in a conference on
development at the University of Chicago (the 27th Institute of the ‘Normann Wait Harris Memorial
Foundation’), which Alexander Gerschenkron, and several anthropologists actively joined. On that
occasion, Hirschman presented a small essay: ‘Effect of industrialisation on the markets of industrial
countries. In addition, he wrote an article for the Italian public: Industrial nations and the
industrialisation of underdeveloped countries, published in ‘Economia internazionale’ (August 1951).
These works are the first steps in the author's turn to the problems of underdeveloped countries, to the
problems of the development of backward countries. In these articles, he poses the problem of the
industrial development of non-industrialised countries, starting from the hypothesis that we can call
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"win-win", according to which industrialised countries have much to gain and nothing to fear by
promoting the industrial development of other countries. These considerations indicated a change in
his interests, and in 1952 he decided to move to an underdeveloped country with political tensions,
Colombia. Hirschman left a prestigious (and lucrative) post and, on the recommendation of the World
Bank, joined the Colombian government as an economic and financial adviser on national planning.

This is a new phase in Hirschman's intellectual journey. The impact of the new social reality,
the type of work he was doing, were fundamental to the development of his thinking and led him to
write perhaps his most famous book, 'The Strategy of Economic Development’, in which the
POSSIBILIST methodology begins to take on a more complete physiognomy. The decision to move
with his family, to a little-known country, to a completely new reality, shows even more the character
of our personality, intellectually and passionately engaged in the struggles for justice and economic
and social development, as well as the cultural and intellectual need to always explore "new fields",
always avoiding approaching problems in an "a priori and prejudiced" way. Hirschman's contractual
position in the new country seemed to give him a free hand in terms of his work, as he was officially
employed by the government in Bogota, but by the World Bank. This situation deceived him, as he
believed he could devote his working time to a variety of concrete economic policy issues, learning as
much as possible about the Colombian economy and hoping to contribute, however marginally, to
improving public decision-making. In fact, the World Bank government soon made it clear that it
expected an initiative to formulate an ambitious economic development plan. He was asked to do a
programming task against which he rebelled both because of its very uselessness and because it
repeated what he had detested in the work of his ‘innovative’ collaborators, in the years of the
Marshall Plan, as we mentioned earlier. This was the starting point of his revolt for the Colombian
post in 1954, which marked the end of a first phase and the birth of a new period in the process of the
formation of Possibilism [3].

National Power analysis. In this period of Hirschman's working life, certainly the most
important work is the book ‘National Power and the structure of foreign trade” where the foundations
of the future possibilist intellectual development and the new methodology of investigation that will
characterise it are already being laid.

The book is about the power of some states to politically influence other states, a power
inherent in international trade. The historical background of the book is therefore Germany's success
in expanding its trade in Europe and the apparent extension of its political influence to other states.
The author attempts to understand and explain how some powerful states manage to dominate weaker
states through the weapon of international trade. Hirschman writes: ‘in trying to explain what had
happened, | was dwelling not so much on the diabolical cunning of the Nazis, or the technical
innovations of Dr. Shackt... but on those structural features of international economic relations that
make the pursuit of power a relatively easy task'.

Hirschman attempts to establish a connection between economics and politics, focusing on the
possibilities that strong sovereign states must exploit international trade for the purpose of influence
and political domination over other states with which they engage in trade. The subject matter seems
to touch on the problem of imperialism, but one might think that Hirschman wants to do a further
reworking of the theories of economic imperialism. This is a question that does not interest our author.
In the introduction, the author immediately tries to frame the problem by emphasising that
international economic relations, together with the 'war of nerves', were the main feature of relations
between states in the pre-war period. For Hirschman, it is the very nature of international trade that
contains the necessary elements that can be used for the purposes of domination. This is an important
problem that, according to Hirschman, had not yet received the attention it deserved and that does not
concern a temporary aspect of the international situation, but has a much more solid and lasting basis.
His research is not a re-examination of the various doctrines of imperialism, which have generally
sought to show how the internal contradictions within the capitalist system inevitably lead to
confrontation for the conquest of markets and sources of raw materials; but it does go beyond the new
interpretations of the period in which he wrote, which take for granted a policy inclined towards
power, whatever its origins, and direct research towards the use of economic instruments for such a
policy, not towards the circumstances that facilitate it. Hirschman starts from this second
interpretation; he takes a national power for granted and succeeds in analysing a problem that has
always been neglected by other economic analyses, namely that of the nature of international trade,
which inherently has the potential to be exploited for the purposes of domination and imperialism. We
can already see an intellectual characteristic of our author, namely that of the search for and study of
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something new that goes beyond the interpretation of reality within the framework of the pre-
constituted schemes of the ‘grand theories’, typical of his forma mentis and methodology that will
have a more complete development in the 1950s-60s, but which already finds an initial application in
his youthful writing. First, he feels the need to show a brief history of economic thought on the
relationship between foreign trade and national power, from mercantilism onwards. In it, Hirschman
reconstructs some central stages in the economic theory and policy of international trade, from
Machiavelli, advocate of the ‘non-’ connection between economics and politics, to A. Smith, Hume,
etc., who, albeit in different ways, took for granted the connection between the enrichment of a state
and the increase of its power at the expense of others. Economic thinking on the relationship between
foreign trade and in particular the idea of identifying the power of a state as the primary purpose of
economic policy has its origins in mercantilism throughout history. Hirschman points out that this
relationship had not been considered in the scholarly debate because the pursuit of power was seen as
a subordinate or exceptional aim of a state's economic policy and the latter had to have as its objective
the pursuit of the country's welfare. Historically, the idea of a relationship between economic policy
and a sovereign state's quest for national power had formed the basis of mercantilist thought. The
author indicates how the Mercantilists advocated policies that had the dual objective of increasing the
wealth and political power of one state at the expense of others. Indeed, the Mercantilists advocated
the balance of trade doctrine, by which they assumed that a nation could achieve an increase in wealth
at the expense of others through a balance of payments that produced a net inflow of gold and silver.
This net increase in the stock of precious metals would have contributed to the increase in the power
of the state (through the accumulation of treasure). Hirschman summarises this connection between
national power and wealth, formulated by mercantilist doctrines, through the following syllogism:
MAJOR PREMISE: an increase in a country's wealth represents an increase in its absolute power.
MAJOR PREMISE: an increase in wealth, achieved through foreign trade, results in a loss of wealth
for other countries. CONCLUSION: an increase in wealth is accompanied by an increase in political
power; this is the goal of the Mercantilists [4].

Such a conception of wealth and the state's pursuit of it is thus closely linked to the aims of
national power. Later, the relationship between wealth and state power was taken up first by Hume,
who saw a harmonious relationship between the greatness of a state and the happiness of its subjects,
and then by A. Smith, who argued that defence was more important than wealth. Smith argues for
'defence’ and against 'opulence’, but Hirschman argues that his view should not be misrepresented, as it
tends to come closer to the mercantilist positions, while at the same time undermining some of their
premises. On the one hand, A. Smith, in his famous work ‘An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of
the Wealth of Nations’, states that the great aim of the political economy of every state is to increase
its wealth and power; and he also points out that in modern warfare, arms expenditures benefit the
nations that can best support them, i.e. the rich and civilised, much more than the poor and barbaric.

On the other hand, however, there is the Smithian demonstration of the postulate of mutual
benefits in international trade, according to which the gain of one nation does not correspond to a loss
for another but always brings mutual benefits to those involved. In this way, Hirschman emphasises
how it is the mercantilists’ minor premise that is denied by Smith. The latter sets the stage for the
intellectual contrast between wealth and power that was an integral part of the confrontation of ideas
between liberalist and protectionist economists. Although, Hirschman warns, it would be an
oversimplification to view the contrast between liberalists and protectionists simply as a struggle
between reasons of wealth or political/commercial power. The major protectionist arguments against
liberalism were about the dangers of over-specialisation of a state and the inability to develop national
resources with which to contribute to the economic and military might of the state, as well as the fear
of being cut off from essential supplies in times of emergency. The dangers of one state's dependence
on others, as well as accusations of lack of patriotism, were the non-economic arguments most often
used by protectionists in their polemics with the liberalists. The protectionists argued that their policy
led to social peace (the preservation of social reality) and prepared for an eventual war. Because of
these accusations, the liberalists have attempted to play down the dangers of dependency pointed out
by their opponents [5].

The British economist, Macaulay, argued that dependence always exists and is extensive, it is
a dependence on each state and climate. International trade would therefore have the effect of reducing
the dependence of economies on climate and thus on the dangers of famine. Obviously, as Hirschman
himself points out, these arguments are valid for a country that at that time had a dominance of
maritime trade routes, namely England, while for other countries it would not have been the right
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policy. However, Macaulay had the merit of highlighting the possibility of decreasing the dependency
created by foreign trade by changing its distribution. This idea could only have a good application
once governments had the ability to influence the geographical pattern of trade. But in the 19th
century and the first decades of the 20th century, nations and their respective governments were only
concerned with achieving a rough balance between the economic benefits and possible military
advantages of foreign trade on the one hand and the dangers on the other. In a paper by Herbert
Wergo, a German economist, the above is argued. According to Wergo, in promoting the power policy
of a state, protectionism and liberalism are not mutually exclusive. A state should divide the national
economy into two systems: one protected, considered essential and the other free, to ensure a
convenient and abundant supply of non-essential goods. Not necessarily, according to Hirschman:
liberalist, protectionist and eclectic policies will lead to an increase in the relative power of a given
country vis-a-vis others, if it pursues the right policies. On the other hand, trade relations between two
countries make them interdependent, but this relationship is also asymmetrical. This asymmetry was
emphasised by J. Mill, who showed that the material benefit derived from international trade is not
necessarily shared equally between the nations involved. Since Mill's time, there were several English
economists who studied the possibilities of how the terms of trade could be to change conditions to a
nation's advantage. But their attentions often focused only on the economic aspect of the question,
certainly not on the ‘obvious’ implications of power, i.e. the political dependence arising from trade
itself, as Hirschman argues. However, this latter issue was studied by German economists, including
Max Sering, who argued that between nations with reciprocal economic relations, there are situations
of exploitation and subjugation. This argument, Hirschman concludes, has barely been touched upon
by the economists, while he, based on practical contributions, the German trade offensive in south-
eastern Europe being a relevant example, wants to demonstrate why and how foreign trade can be used
as an instrument of national power politics.

Another aspect of this literature review on international trade is also clear. Hirschman makes a
point of confronting the most important studies and research on the subject under study, showing how
his analysis has a completely new point of view, despite the fact that it has been ‘touched upon’ by
very important scholars; thus showing the attentive reader that it does not set out to “‘undermine’ the
internal coherence of the dominant theories in this field, but simply to demonstrate that by looking at
the old problem, foreign trade, from a new point of view, power politics, the former takes on a new
physiognomy, since the new angle of view brings with it an inversion of the relationship between
economics and politics.

While economic theses were aimed at strengthening public power, Hirschman starts from the
assumption of the existence of national power and sets out to analyse how foreign trade can be
exploited by power politics. Foreign trade as an instrument of national powers is the title that
introduces the second chapter of the book, in which the author intends to attempt a theoretical-
systematic approach to this topic, as he states. First, Hirschman tries to clarify how the fundamental
basis of foreign trade can be used for the purposes of national power politics. He divides the effects of
foreign trade on national power into two: the first is the supply effect and the second is the influence
effect. In fact, he starts from the existence, as mentioned above, of ‘national power’ in the sense of the
power of coercion that a nation can bring to bear on other nations (both military and peaceful) which
depends on many factors (economic, military, political, etc.), and moves on to the analysis of the
‘trade’ factor alone, trying to establish how the latter can strengthen a state's position as an ‘imperial
power’. In Hirschman, an idea of limiting national economic sovereignty is present when he addresses
the problem of trade relations between poor and rich countries, since he believes, observing the case of
Hitler's Germany, that there is tremendous potential for power in international economic relations, so
he proposes the creation of a body that has the power to supervise and organise the mechanisms of
world trade [6].

The birth of possibilism. Possibilism for Hirschman is about entering into the complicated
reality and dialectically observing all the possible relations that can be created. A few years after the
release of his book ‘National Power’, Hirschman will point out how naive such a proposal for
international sovereignty of trade is, and how, observing from the inside the relationship between rich
and poor countries, the relationship between them is not unilaterally favourable to the former so much
so that there is the possibility that poor countries can effectively oppose rich countries [7]. In his
writings, Hirschman always enforces this dialectical logic, thus stating that any analysis must be
approached from this premise. Returning to the question of centre and periphery countries, the
fundamental problem posed by Albert Hirschman is the need to make poor countries overcome their
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dependence on the rich, as well as trying to make the former develop and solve the problem of the
misery of entire peoples. He believes in the postulate of Mutual Benefits, namely that the economic
development of poor countries is a benefit to all others. Having been directly interested in the problem
of the development of poor countries for years, he argues that there is a big gap between orthodox
economic theories and reality. Economic theories are inadequate to solve the problems of development
in poor countries, and direct observation of the problems leads to the realisation that social, political,
psychological and cultural obstacles must be overcome for development to take place.

The attack is directed against mainstream economic science, against all those who believe they
can solve development problems through it alone. It is believed, Hirschman argues, that it is enough to
adapt the right integrated development programme, and poor countries would have progressed
anyway. The needs of the population such as education, housing and others must be addressed, needs
that differ from country to country and require the simultaneous work of experts in fields other than
economics [8].

The working method he proposes is completely different from the traditional one: one must
start from an internal analysis of the individual country covering all aspects, economic, political,
cultural and so on, putting them all on an equal footing, i.e. without letting one of them prevail over
the others. Thus the economics is formulated that rejects the logic of big changes, in favour of the
logic of incremental changes. He starts from the assumption of the complexity of human reality and
aims to create reasoning schemes, to formulate proposals, that consider the complexity of social and
human reality. Hirschman places this problem in the context of his theoretical elaborations aimed at
complicating the economy, and the conclusion he draws from this is the importance of ‘direct
observation’ to be able to construct the grammar of perception of the change taking place, overcoming
‘rigid and unidirectional’ reasoning schemes that prevent one from understanding and dealing with
reality [9].

Results and discussion

This study takes a brief biographical look at the development of the ideas of Albert Otto
Hirschman, the economist of economic development, who was the founding father of this new branch
of economics, POSSIBILISM.

The method that Hirschman wants to convey is useful for the discussion: avoid too one-sided
and uniform diagnoses, imagine the unexpected, do not follow general principles and abstract
prescriptions. The social world is highly variable, constantly changing, there are no permanent laws,
while unexpected events happen all the time, while the economist must always question himself
through self-subversion and multidisciplinary.

Conclusion

Albert Otto Hirschman had a cultural formation process that led him to overcome, as Luca
Meldolesi argues, the generous but deceptive illusions of the culture of the European left, about the
problem of change in a progressive sense of society. Of Jewish origin, he was educated, as we have
said before, with authors such as Pascal and the French moralists, up to Marx and Lenin, thus with a
strong passion for social justice. His passion for social change drove him to revolt against fascism and
Nazism and to experience development in the economically backward countries of South America.
Hirschman breaks away from utopias and identifies the need for change with the concrete possibilities
offered by his own time. Identifying these possibilities and proposing concretely realisable solutions
that can positively influence future political and social forces are the cornerstones of his ‘passion for
the possible’. In some of the essays collected in ‘Essays in trepassing’, the author confesses his
propensity to transgress and trespass from the bounds of the economic discipline. Hirschman asserts
that, in order to solve the puzzle of economic and political development, it is necessary to make
"significant detours and incursions into other disciplines™; and there are numerous essays in which we
can observe Hirschman's "incursions" into fields of analysis apparently far removed from those related
to the problem under study, but which end up enriching the subsequent reflection on the same
problems with new elements, according to the following rule: one research leads to another through an
indirect circuit rich in analogies and associations. The most important transgressions he makes are
with respect to traditional ways of thinking in economics. In fact, Hirschman seeks to overcome the
problem raised by economists themselves, although not explicitly, namely that of the association of
economics with mathematics, which leads economists to behave like natural scientists, looking for
regularities in processes, stable relationships, to arrive at a synthetic and unique interpretation of
reality. Hirschman points out that this is one of the causes of economists’ inability to shed light on the
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political consequences of economic development and the pernicious correlations between politics and
economics.

His point of view is that of complexity. It is necessary, he argues, to develop reasoning
schemes that take account of the complexity of social processes and to use analytical tools such as
direct observation, rather than relying exclusively on the deductive analysis typical of economists.
Moreover, since the ‘social world” is too complicated to be imprisoned within unique and general
laws, this leads to the point that ‘uniqueness’ and ‘“unrepeatability’ live in that world, so that finding
general laws of change in history is completely arbitrary; indeed, the opposite is true, since history
teaches us that the possibility of encountering genuine novelty cannot be excluded. Its position with
respect to traditional economics is that of overcoming all rigid and unidirectional schemes that
arbitrarily, due to the fragility of assumptions and disinterest in the analysis of side effects, become an
obstacle to the perception of reality.

Hirschman distances himself from Marginalist, orthodox Marxist, functionalist theories; but it
is not a clear-cut detachment as he basically never questions the internal coherence of such theories;
his is a critique from the outside against certain premises and conclusions. To complicate economics,
Hirschman wants to explore the political dimensions implicit in economic phenomena, thus placing
politics and economics on the same plane, making one permeate the other. At the same time, his
reasoning schemes include both economic and non-economic forces in general: all of which allows
him to create a systematic economic policy, a way of thinking ‘open to the possible’. He wants to
construct a mental attitude that is both ‘dialectical’ and ‘possibilistic’. Instead of following the
traditional paths of the social sciences, concerning the search for regularities, stable relations and
uniform sequences, it is necessary to analyse multiplicities, the creative disorder of the human
adventure, to bring out the specificities of a given event. Possibilism is the search for the individual of
the unexpected, the possible rather than the general, the expected, the probable. Possibilism is also the
‘philosophy’ of what to do in practice, it is the strategy of incremental rather than global changes; the
broadening of the spectrum of possibilities of the change process.

From some of his research he developed new economic concepts such as those of hidden
rationalities, hidden blessings, cognitive dissonance, unbalanced growth, induction mechanisms, and
others that are now well known in the world of development economics and practical economics.

Rural Areas as a Driver of Sustainable Economic Development

Despite the high share of rural population and the social importance of the agro-industrial
complex, the contribution of rural areas to economic growth remains limited. The main challenges are
low labor productivity, insufficient processing capacity, and youth migration to cities.

To analyze the role of rural areas in ensuring sustainable economic development of
Kazakhstan, to determine their impact on employment, GDP structure, food security, and energy
transition.

Official macroeconomic statistics (World Bank, Bureau of National Statistics of Kazakhstan)
were used, along with comparative analysis of employment and GDP dynamics, and a review of
publications on green economy and agro-innovations.

The analysis shows that the share of agriculture in Kazakhstan's GDP has declined (from
4.7 % in 2015 to 3.9 % in 2024), while about 42 % of the population still lives in rural areas, and
employment in agriculture remains above 12 %. This confirms that rural areas are important drivers of
sustainability by ensuring employment, food security, and prospects for green energy. Their
development is strategically significant for economic diversification and reducing social inequality.

Overview of Judicial Practice on Personal Data in Kazakhstan

Despite the existence of specialized legislation on the protection of personal data in
Kazakhstan, including the Law "On Personal Data and Their Protection”, law enforcement practice
remains underdeveloped and inconsistent. The absence of clear criteria for the legality of data
processing, weak regulation of consent requirements, and insufficient public and business awareness
lead to widespread violations of privacy rights. Significant issues arise particularly in the processing of
data by small and medium-sized businesses, as well as in the interaction of citizens with public and
private entities.

To analyze the current state of legal regulation and judicial practice in Kazakhstan regarding
personal data issues, to identify key gaps and inconsistencies between national legal norms and
international standards, particularly the GDPR, and to propose directions for improving law
enforcement practices and legislation.

The study uses comparative legal, normative legal, empirical (case law analysis), and
systematic approaches. A comparative analysis of Kazakhstan's national legislation and European
legislation (including the GDPR) is conducted, with a focus on practical cases.

It was found that there are no clear requirements in Kazakhstan regarding the form and content
of data subject consent, and there is no effective mechanism to inform citizens about the purposes and
methods of data processing. Significant discrepancies with international standards were identified,
including in the principles of data minimization, purpose limitation, and transparency. The analyzed
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court cases demonstrate a low level of legal awareness among data controllers and weak
implementation of supervisory functions by the authorized bodies. Recommendations are proposed for
bringing national legislation in line with international norms, strengthening the institutional role of
regulatory authorities, and fostering legal awareness among data subjects.

Religious-Political Extremism as a Threat to National and Global Security

Modern society faces an increasing threat from religious and religious-political extremism,
which manifests through the radicalization of consciousness, violence, the undermining of secular
foundations of the state, and the rise of interfaith tensions. Despite the existence of legal and
institutional mechanisms to counter this phenomenon, it remains pressing due to its transnational
nature, the ideological adaptability of extremists, and their ability to disguise their actions as religious
activity. A particularly critical issue is the clear distinction between religious and religious-political
extremism to enable effective prevention and response.

To reveal the essence and specifics of religious and religious-political extremism, define their
key features, causes, and forms of manifestation, and propose comprehensive approaches to
countering this phenomenon by the state, society, and religious organizations.
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The study employs a systemic, comparative-legal, sociological, and political science approach.
It includes the analysis of legal acts, international agreements, expert opinions, and empirical material,
including case studies of extremism and countermeasures from various countries.

The study establishes that religious-political extremism represents a distinct form of
illegitimate political struggle, disguised in religious rhetoric and aimed at dismantling the
constitutional order and territorial integrity of the state. It identifies key distinctions between religious
and religious-political extremism and highlights the risks of conflating the two in legal practice and
public discourse. The paper proposes improvements to legislation, enhanced preventive and
educational work, and a stronger role for religious leaders and civil society institutions in combating
radicalism.

Civil Legal Capacity and Competence of Minors in the Digital Environment

The digital transformation of society is accompanied by the active participation of minors in the
online environment, which creates new challenges for civil law regulation. Although the Civil Code of
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the Republic of Kazakhstan contains general norms on the legal capacity and competence of minors,
these provisions are not adapted to the realities of the digital environment. In particular, issues related
to minors concluding electronic transactions, processing their personal data, participation in digital
platforms, and liability for online actions remain unresolved. The lack of specific regulation leads to
legal uncertainty and risks of violation of children's rights.

To conduct a comprehensive analysis of the legal status of minors in the digital environment in
the context of civil legal capacity and competence, identify the main legal conflicts and gaps, and
develop proposals for improving the regulatory framework in line with international standards for the
protection of children's rights.

The study used formal-legal, comparative-legal, and empirical methods, as well as a systematic
approach. The legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, judicial practice, and international acts,
including the Convention on the Rights of the Child and UNICEF recommendations, were analyzed.

It was found that the current civil legislation of Kazakhstan does not take into account the
specifics of digital legal relations involving minors. There is no clear regulation of the conditions
under which minors can perform legally significant digital actions (such as registration on online
services, electronic purchases, creation of digital content). Risks of violations related to manipulation
of the child's consent for personal data processing were identified. Legislative clarification of the
status of minors in the digital environment and recommendations for forming legal culture and digital
literacy among children and parents were proposed.

Research on Legal Aspects of Migration Regulation in Kazakhstan:
Migrants’ Rights, Social Integration, and the Role of State Policy

Migration in Kazakhstan is becoming increasingly significant, accompanied by the need for
effective legal regulation. The existing normative legal framework covers many aspects of migration;
however, challenges remain in ensuring migrants’ rights, social integration, and balancing state
interests. The lack of comprehensive and up-to-date regulation creates legal uncertainty and social
risks.

To conduct a comprehensive analysis of the legal aspects of migration regulation in
Kazakhstan, focusing on migrants’ rights, mechanisms of social integration, and the role of state
migration policy. To identify legislative gaps and propose directions for improvement in accordance
with international standards and national interests.

The study employs formal-legal, comparative-legal, and systemic approaches, as well as
analysis of international treaties, national legislation, and migration law enforcement practices.

It was found that migration regulation in Kazakhstan is represented by a broad normative base,
yet problems persist with insufficient protection of migrants’ rights, limited social integration, and
weak coordination among government agencies. The important role of state policy, including regional
initiatives, was noted in balancing control of migration flows with support for migrants.
Recommendations were made to improve the legislative framework, enhance social adaptation
measures, and develop comprehensive migration monitoring.

In the center there are Initials, surname of author (-s) separated by commas with indication of serial
numbers in the form of a link, typed as a superscript; are typed in 11 point size and in bold. Further, on a
separate line in 11 point size, the full name of the author's place of work and country of residence is typed. If
there are several authors, the places of work are indicated in the form of a list with serial numbers in the form of
links (8 point size) in the sequence corresponding to the list of authors. Further, the e-mail of the author is
indicated on a separate line: if there are several authors, the e-mail of the corresponding author is indicated.
Corresponding author is indicated by the icon

Authors who have the same place of work are assigned a common serial number.

6. Abstract

On the left, the word Abstract is highlighted in bold. The abstract text is typed in 11 point size. There is
no full stop after the word “Abstract”. The abstract should be 150-200 words long. Use the built-in feature in
Word to count words.

The abstract has a structure and contains brief information about the main problem, the purpose and
methods of research, the results in a generalized form, an assessment of their significance. The structural parts of
the abstract are indicated and in italics.

Results and their significance: Texttextexttext.

7. Keywords for annotation

The abstract part must end with keywords. Keywords should define the subject area of the text of the
article, facilitate its search in bibliographic and full-text databases and should be related to the topic of the
article.

Collocation «Keywords» are typed in italics, in lowercase 11 point size. Words are not italicized,
separated by a colon, drawn in a line separated by commas. It is recommended to include no more than 7
keywords and / or two-word phrases. The list of keywords ends with a dot.

Keywords: word, word, word, collocation.

8. Text of the article

The text of the article should include the following parts:

Introduction (a description of the problem, the history of its study, relevance, purpose is given).

Materials and methods (in articles of technical and natural science profiles, this part describes the
research methodology, methods that ensure the reproducibility of the results, indicates the origin of laboratory
equipment and materials, in articles of a different focus - factual material and research methods, including the
author's methods. This part can provide a historiography overview related to the history of studying the topic of
the article).

Results (the main findings of the study summarizes).

Discussion (the concept, arguments, logic of research, scientific controversy outlines).

Conclusion (the trends obtained are summarized, the practical value of the research results is
determined).

Funding information (if any).

The names of the structural parts are in bold. The point is not put. The name of the structural part
occupies a separate line by analogy with the "Abstract™ (see the example for paragraph 6).

The volume of the text of the article is determined depending on the scientific orientation: 3-5 pages for
articles in the field of social, humanitarian and economic sciences, 5-8 pages for scientific, theoretical and
scientific-practical articles of technical and natural science profiles, 8-12 pages for review articles. The scope of
the review article does not take into account the literature used.

9. Tables and figures inside the text of the article

Tables, formulas, figures, diagrams are drawn up in accordance with GOST 2.105-95 "General
requirements for text documents».



Mathematical formulas, figures, diagrams embedded in the text are given in black and white, i.e. instead
of color, you must use different shading options.

Figures should be presented clearly, the inscriptions on them, if possible, should be replaced with digital
or letter designations with disclosure in the figure caption. The positions in the figure are arranged clockwise.

The text of the article must contain links to the presented figures, tables, diagrams.

Figures and diagrams are also attached as a separate jpeg file.

10. Internal links to sources

References to sources in the text are given in square brackets [], at the first mention - the number is
indicated, for example, [1], when repeated - the number, comma, page, for example, [1; 5].

11. The list of sources

Collocation «THE LIST OF SOURCES» typed in 11 point size bold in capital letters and placed in the
center.

Description of sources is carried out in accordance with GOST 7.1-2003 ‘Bibliographic record.
Bibliographic Description General Requirements and Compilation Rules’.

Sources are cited in the original language of the publication cited by the author.

Sources are humbered. No dot is placed after the serial number.

- Do not include program documents in The list of sources: in the text of the article, indicate the title
and year of publication, using parentheses or introductory constructions such as: “As indicated in the Address,
State Program, Development Program... from.... of the yeary.

- Try, if possible, to include links to publications of Kazakh researchers and scientific publications.

- Do not allow "empty" links to sources without author and academic reputation.

- Adapt the bibliographic description of foreign sources, taking into account the scheme provided by the
RK standard (see paragraph 1).

Sources are given in the Latin alphabet, taking into account the Transliteration Rules (right column)

For sources in English, no transliteration is required. Such sources are transferred to THE LIST OF
SOURCES from REFERENCES (in Russian or Kazakh).

13. Abstract in two languages other than the language of the article

Placed after REFERENCE in two languages other than the language of the article (Kazakh / Russian /
English).
The initials, surnames of authors, place of work and country of residence are drawn up by analogy with the main
abstract (see paragraph 6). It is not required to indicate the e-mail of the authors.

Then the title of the article is indicated in the center in 11 point size in lowercase bold letters. This is
followed by an abstract and keywords to it. The phrase "Keywords" are not italicized.

On the left, 11 point size in lowercase letters indicates Information
about the authors: then follows information about the author (s) in Kazakh, Russian, English: the Surname,
Initials of the authors are typed in bold. Regular type - scientific or academic degree, title (if any). Position,
place of work. City. Country. E-mail.
